The Brit Awards (stylized as the BRIT Awards; often simply called the Brits) are the British Phonographic Industry's annual pop music awards by the British Record Industry Trust. The awards began in 1977 and as annual event in 1982 under the auspices of the British record industry's trade association.

To make the quiz more involving, you may read out the nominees and ask your students to circle the band which they think won the award. Ask the students to sign their worksheet, collect them and give to other students to mark. Read out who scored the most correct answers!
